	Write one complete sentence for each nerd word. Each sentence will explain the meaning of each word by using a familiar context.

	Give 2-3 real-world examples of each nerd word.  Also, explain how each example demonstrates/illustrates its particular nerd word.  You can use the internet/ newspapers/ your own life experience to come up with your examples.

	Create a labeled sketch, diagram, or 3-D model illustrating all of the assigned nerd words.  You may create a scene or a different picture for each word. Each drawing or part of the scene must be labeled. (Must be neatly done, and in color)

	Write a:

	Create a concept map using all of the assigned nerd words. After completing your organization scheme, write short phrases on the lines linking the concepts in your map. MAKE SURE YOU WRITE SHORT PHRASES BETEEN LINES LINKING THE CONCEPTS THAT IS NOT THE DEFINITION!!!

	For each nerd word, make a stick figure vocabulary cartoon.  In this cartoon, you draw a “stick figure cartoon” and then make speech bubbles that convey the meaning of the nerd word.  Make sure to label the cartoon with the name of the nerd word and a brief explanation of the cartoon.

	Write a short story OR children's book using all of the assigned nerd words.  Your short story should clearly explain each word through a creative & imaginative context (faction). Each nerd word must be underlined in your story.

	Write an analogy that shows the relationship between a nerd word and another object. You will compare this relationship to second set of words. (For example: Nerd Word: Object A :: Object B: Object C) Then write a sentence explaining the analogy.

Must complete one analogy for each nerd word.

	Draw each nerd word as it is a “person”.  Basically, you are turning each nerd word into a “person," and basing their personalities, jobs, clothing, and/or relationships on the definition of the nerd word.  Also, make sure to label at least 2-3 characteristics on each picture and explain how those characteristics match the definition of the nerd word.

	EXAMPLE FOR SENTENCES:

Non-example:  It is precipitating outside (does not give meaning, or context clues).  

Good example:  The precipitation fell from the heavy cumulonimbus clouds as sleet and snow.  

Ex 2: When the water turned into ice, I knew that a physical change had taken place; the appearance of the water was different, but the substance was the same.
	EXAMPLE FOR REAL-WORLD EXAMPLES:

Physical change: 

1)  When you rip paper, you are keeping the same substance but changing the shape and size. 

2) Cutting an apple is also an example of a physical change because it is still the same substance.

Have you ever noticed water sticks like glue?  

To polar substances like glass, soil, or the lace of your shoe, 

It's Adhesion, a property of water.

Does the surface of the water seem kind of tight?  

It's those positives and negatives putting up a fight, 

It's Surface Tension, a property of water.

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EXAMPLE FOR STICK FIGURE CARTOON:
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Word:  Mutualism (this is when two species live together and both benefit from it. Like how bees are 

pollinators of flowers. The bees get food, and the flowers reproduce because of the bee’s visit).

	EXAMPLE FOR SHORT STORY:

Once upon a time, there was a very small element called Oxygen. This type of atom was well known around it’s town The Periodic Table, and many other elements admired it’s dedication to it’s job of being one of the many types of ATOMS that make up all matter in the universe. But one day, the tiny oxygen atom felt overworked and decided to take a walk to clear it’s mind. 

But before Oxygen knew it, it was lost! Oxygen looked around and realized it had no idea what horizontal PERIOD or vertical GROUP it was in. So, being a friendly type of atom, Oxygen stopped by the nearest element’s house to ask for directions. It turned out to be the element Gold. 


	EXAMPLE FOR ANALOGY:

combustion reaction : oxygen :: sunlight : plant  

This reads: “a combustion reaction is to oxygen AS sunlight is to a plant”

Explanation:  Because a combustion reaction requires oxygen to survive (not die out) just as plants require sunlight to live.  

Particles : gas :: students : tag

Explanation:  The particles in a gas are spread far apart and occasionally get close to each other.  Particles in a gas also move freely and fast.  This is just like students in a game of tag.
